4. Recent Events 

 
A Talk in the Chinese University of Hong Kong, 
25 February 2009 

CIWEM HK was invited by the CUHK to deliver a 
talk on the water and wastewater treatment and 
applications to their undergraduate students of 
environmental science, in which Norman Cheng, 
Winnie Leung and Luciana Wong promoted 
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CIWEM HK activities to the students of CUHK.  
Norman offered a talk which comprised of two parts 
with the first section covering the technical aspects of 
water and wastewater treatment; and in the second 
section Norman gave an overview of CIWEM. The 
technical discussion comprised many real case 
examples of water/ wastewater treatment technologies, 
plant design considerations, operating parameters, 
environmental impacts, advanced techniques in  
treated effluent reclamation; and a brief overview of 
contract management. Towards the end of the 
presentation, Norman gave an overview of CIWEM, 
the membership classes, competencies requirements 
for becoming a Corporate Member; the benefits of 
joining CIWEM; and finally introduced some of the 
recent activities organized by CIWEM HK.  During 
the Q&A session, students asked questions about 
problems of secondary pollution generated from 
wastewater treatment; and mitigations that were 
practicable and cost effective.  They were also keen to 
know how they could start their career in the 
environmental profession some years later after 
graduation.  The talk was well received by the 
audience; and is considered to be successful as a 
starting point of establishing mutual network with the 
local education institutions. 

 

Technical Meeting on Compliance Assistance 
Centre: a proactive way to help business trades on

Mr Richard Wong of the EPD presented the 
government’s initiative on how to help business to 
comply with or even go beyond compliance.  Instead 
of giving out penalty to the trade, the EPD helps 
them proactively by providing the technical 
assistance in various ways.  About 80 participants 
attended this seminar.   

Technical Visit to Pr int-r ite Factory in Zhuhai 
and Refuse Incineration Facility in Macau, 21 
February 2009 

CIWEM HK and HKWMA organized this technical 
visit to computer cartridge recycling plant in Zhuhai 
and Refuse incineration plant in Macau.  To date 
more than 90 per cent of laser and inkjet cartridges 
are dumped after one use, causing tremendous waste 
of resources that adds 60,000 tons of solid waste to 
landfills each year.  In view of that, Print-rite Factory 
in Zhuhai incorporates a PRO-ECO concept, which 
is based on the simple concept of re-manufacturing 
in their production. Spent cartridges from used OEM 
Laser and Inkjet printers are re-assembled, with toner 
or ink refilled or new components parts replaced.   

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

The Refuse Incineration Plant in Macau, which is on 
the 40,000 square meter site land area, commenced 
its services in 1992 as an 8-level structure for the 
burning of non-hazardous municipal waste.  In 2008, 
the expansion phase was completed, doubling the 
number of process lines to 6 and the increased the 
treatment capacity of the capacity of the facility to 
1,728 tonnes per day.  The expansion enables the 
plant to retain up to 5 megawatts of the electricity 
energy it generates for internal use as well as 
exporting a net of up to 21.7 megawatts to the public 
utility grid.   

Eco-tour Walk to Natural Scenery from Hok Tau 
Reservoir  to She Shan Tsuen via Fung Yuen, 22 
February 2009 

This was a joint event organized with the 
Environmental Division of the Hong Kong 
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Institution of Engineers.  It aimed to encourage 
participants to view natural scenery.  This was a 5-
hour walk starting from Hok Tai Reservoir to She 
Shan Tsuen via Fung Yuen.  The participants enjoyed 
viewing different species of butterfly in the garden.   
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Technical Meeting on the Arctic Ocean Research 
on Climate Change, 13 March 2009�

Dr Rebecca Lee shared with the participants her 
exciting experience in the past Antarctic and Arctic 
expeditions. The participants acquired more 
understanding on how the polar scientists live and 
work in these harsh areas, and how their research is 
related to the environmental protection.  In particular, 
she shared with the audience her deep sorrow about 
the rapid disappearance of the sea ice in the Arctic and 
the hungry polar bear begging for food near their 
research vessel on the recent 3rd Chinese Arctic 
Expedition.  The audience was inspired to take a more 
serious attitude towards life and to protect our 
environment.  About 50 participants attended this 
stimulating talk.

Technical Meeting on Sludge Treatment Facilities, 
14 March 2009 

Ms Echo Leung of AECOM presented the progress of 
the consultancy study for the EPD on the proposed 
sludge treatment facilities in Tuen Mun (about 80 

participants).  With the increase of municipal solid 
waste as well as sewage sludge in Hong Kong, it is 
necessary to consider using an effective solution to 
solve this problem. The proposed sludge incinerator 
has adopted the most advanced technology and 
would comply with the most stringent environmental 
requirements.

An experienced ecotour guide led us 
heading from Sam Mun Tsai in Tai Po towards Ma Shi 
Chau via Yim Tin Tsai.  Sam Mun Tsai is a traditional 
fishermen village where fishing vessels, fishermen 
resite houses, floating rafts in Fish Culture Zone, 
coastal mangrove stands, etc are prevailing.  The 
participants passed over the ridges of the terrain of 
Yim Tin Tsai down to a tombolo linking the Ma Shi

the way through a round trip of Ma Shi Chau, the 
ecotour guide introduced especially the history, 
culture, terrain features, landforms, geomorphology, 
etc to the participants.
