This was
recently brought to light by the Ulley Reservoir incident in Rotherham on
the 26™ June 2007 where 700 people had to be evacuated from their
homes and the M1 was closed for 40 hours. Luckily there has been no
major loss of life due to a dam failure in the UK since 1925, but
nevertheless there is still some cause for concern.
