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Introduction
Catchment management is central to virtually every policy covering the current water agenda and there is a clear realisation among practitioners that delivery will have to happen at a catchment and local scale; this meeting will focus on the catchment scale issues. The need for more integrated and holistic approaches is also widely recognised.  Despite the lack of any formal structure there are now a wide variety of catchment scale projects underway and important lessons are being learnt. 

CIWEM has taken a lead in promoting debate in this area, with a series of conferences on the themes of land-use and water, the Water Framework Directive, Catchment Sensitive Farming and a range of other issues that will be resolved at a catchment scale including water resources and flood risk management. In 2006 two CIWEM conferences are taking place, one covering mainly the organisation and delivery at the catchment scale (July 18th) and a second (November 22nd) that will look at local, farm scale delivery and advice. 
Currently there are key policy influences at a national scale including:

· Compulsory cross compliance and voluntary agri- environment schemes

· The implementation of Catchment Sensitive farming programmes
· River Basin District Planning – National guidance and Agency implementation 
· Thinking on the Periodic Review – key issue for the next round of investment

There are also many case studies that are developing practice and investigating key issues at a catchment scale, for example: 
· Catchment Sensitive Farming officers – Multi-Agency delivery CSFO case studies 

· Sustainable solutions, integration and participation  - Forum for Future & FWAG

· Water company practice e.g. Northumbrian water, United Utilities, Norfolk/Suffolk Broads, Wessex
· Economics of catchment and river restoration – WWF-UK

· Evidence base  - ADAS, WWF-UK 
Aim & objectives

Considerable progress is being made with implementing and delivering catchment management with developments across many areas of the water and land use practice. The aim of the conference is to gain a better understanding of these developments at both a national and catchment scale and look at the emerging themes that still need resolution.  Themes that will be covered include: 

· What approaches will deliver progress at a national and catchment scale? 
· How should national and catchment scale action be linked?
· How should catchment-sensitive farming be integrated with work on cross compliance, agri-environment schemes, river basic plans and the Periodic Review?
· How will multi-agency working – ‘co-delivery’ – work in practice?  

· What models work at a catchment scale?
· How do we incorporate ‘sound science’ into management practice?
· How best to work with and understand different stakeholder perspectives

· How can we make new approaches cost effective?

· How do we evaluate programmes? 
The objectives of this meeting are to review and communicate the progress on a number of fronts  and debate emerging challenges including:
· National policy and programmes:  Defra, EA, DoENI, Natural England, Water Industry 

· Look at case studies of how integration and delivery works at a catchment scale
· Highlight themes and emerging challenges that require resolution
