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Background 

Change and challenge   It is now widely recognised that climate change represents the single greatest threat to our way of life and the world’s ecosystems. The scientific appraisals in the 2007 Inter-Governmental Panel on Climate Change – 4th Assessment paint a disturbing picture. There is now a clear international consensus that climate change is happening and that man’s activities are responsible.  Information from many other sources is illustrating a worrying range of other changes and factors. Gordon Brown recently spoke of the need for a ‘fourth industrial revolution’ and compared the scale of response needed to combat climate change to the Marshall Plan following the Second World War. The fast moving international agenda, the Bali conference, and European initiatives have combined with fears for UK energy security to keep this topic very high on the political agenda.
Climate change and the water sector   Although climate change is now being factored into almost every aspect of water management, in 2007 CIWEM decided that, in order to meet the challenges of a fast developing climate change policy and carbon management agenda, it should run a series of conferences that explored the implications of these developments for the wider water sector. Over 110 delegates from 60 organisations attended the conference in 2007 ranging from civil servants, water companies and agencies, through to consultants and companies like B&Q. This demonstrated the diversity of organisations now addressing the practical issues arising from climate change.
