Integrated Urban Drainage – making it happen

9th May 2007, London 
Background

Two of the most important issues facing the water industry are:
· land drainage and flood prevention in the light of climate change 

· water quality and resource issues including the Water Framework Directive

Government recognises in its major strategy, Making Space for Water (MSW) that Integrated Urban Drainage (IUD) will be a key factor in dealing with both of these. Delegates at the successful CIWEM IUD2006 conference indicated the technological issues underpinning IUD were, in general, well understood but that implementation was not proceeding rapidly enough.  

The first session of this conference will explore the progress that has been made in the past year, in particular the 15 IUD pilot schemes in the MSW programme. Future challenges will also be discussed, including those associated with the 2012 Olympics.

The second session will look at existing solutions, including some of the MSW pilot schemes.  These were set up at least in part to test the technology, but it could be argued that even more important are the lessons to be learned in terms of the soft issues such as co-operation between responsible organisations to fund, build and maintain the necessary infrastructure. It is clear that householders regard the flooding of their property as unacceptable, whatever the cause, and they are not interested in whether the origin was flooding from rivers, sewers or land drains. They expect all those responsible to work together to solve the problem. 

The third session will address the widespread belief that the implementation of IUD is still not progressing as quickly as it should. It will explore whether the reasons are still those highlighted last year’s conference ie:

· Lack of leadership/responsibility

· Insufficient funding, at least partly due to institutional arrangements

· The challenges of collaboration and partnership working

· Stakeholders engagement 

· Guidance / information issues

The aim will be to highlight solutions that can be taken in the short term to facilitate the rapid implementation of IUD.

Aims and objectives of the conference

The conference aims to bring together policy-makers, regulators, planners, environmentalists and practitioners to discuss the more effective implementation of IUD in the UK.  It will provide an opportunity to discuss how to develop plans and implement effective solutions to tackle the water quality and drainage issues that, it is generally accepted, will require a holistic approach.

Key objectives of the conference are to:

· Cover, current and developing programmes in the IUD sector

· Identify what more needs to be done, especially in relation to leadership, funding and institutional co-operation; and

· Establish ways in which these actions may be put into practice, preferably with immediate effect.
