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Many people are aware of the importance of the Water Framework Directive.  For example the characterisation process highlighted the scale of the environmental challenges that need to be confronted. We are, however, moving into a new phase where a wider range of people and organisations will need to be more aware and practically involved in the delivery of the Directive.  Whilst the aims of the Directive are clearly stated, how these will be delivered pose major challenges to all concerned including Government, agencies and a wide range of organisations that will be involved. How this will take place is still not clear, in some cases it will be business as usual but in others innovative and quite different solutions will be required. Priorities and delivery timescales will also need to be resolved. 

The aim of this conference is to brief a wide ranging audience on the developments across WFD work streams and how these interact.  In particular, how objective setting and the River Basin Planning process will work and affect stakeholders. There will be a strong emphasis on communicating the implications of the WFD for stakeholders and allowing sufficient time for themes to be explored.
The main themes of the conference will be:
· An Overview & Planning Framework – setting the scene and update on Europe
· Overview of the planning process -  pressures, standards, classification and objectives        
· Objective setting by environmental pressures – example of measures toolkits    

· Development of River Basin District Measures
 - the work of the river basin district liaison panels
· Highly Modified Water Bodies and Guidance on Ecological Potential  – the UKTAG approach        

· Classification process – outputs from the new WFD monitoring programme

· Stakeholder views - bringing together points raised by stakeholders about the progress, direction and issues that are raising concerns  
The objectives of the conference are to:  
· Brief and update delegates on WFD work streams and how they interact to deliver the WFD   

· Explain how delivery is likely to involve a wider range of organisations and partners

· Explain how the adaptive management and the risk based approach will be used to underpin implementation of the Directive
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Programme
