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Water, Climate and Environment - Solutions and the Bottom Line
June 13th London
Introduction 
There are at least 3 drivers encouraging organisations whose business involves the water environment to be more aware of climate and environment impacts:

1. We know that climate and recent extreme weather events have a profound effect on organisations that are involved in the water and environment sectors. For example extreme flooding events take place each year in UK, the 2005 Carlisle flooding alone has cost £250 million so far, and pressures caused by the recent prolonged drought in southeast England provide normal examples of how the water sector has to cope with climate on a routine basis.  

2. In addition to this if future projections of climate change impacts and the need for carbon management solutions become a reality there will be significant consequences on the way businesses operate in the water sector. There are fast moving policy, political and media agendas in this area driving significant change [e.g. Climate Change Bill, Defra Adaptation strategy, possible EU initiatives].

3. The climate change agenda is also merging with other drivers such as development, urbanisation, increasing population, waste management, energy, transport and congestion and these are also pushing organisations to become more proactive with regard to their sustainability and environmental agendas.  

Businesses operating in the water sector carry out a wide range of activities from asset management, and various routine water management activities through to large scale communications with the public. The sector is in a key position to influence decision making that will have a significant influence on the future. Many organisations have the opportunity to adapt and mitigate their own activities and importantly influence the activities of key stakeholders and the public. 

The aim of the conference is to explore the views of a wide range of organisations involved with the water sector* in relation to their responses to climate, climate change and the developing environmental – sustainability agenda to showcase developing good practice not least where this leads to demonstrable resource, energy and cost savings. There will be a very strong focus on solutions and the difference these might make to business operations.   The objectives of the conference are to highlight: 

1) the rationale´ behind organisational responses to the climate and environmental agenda

2) the measures** being adopted within their organisations 

3) those measures that affect the way they interact with external clients and the public

4) those areas where further work / information / action is needed and what the main barriers and disincentives are

5) The views and outputs will be captured with particular reference to dominant themes across the sector

*A wide range of organisations concerned with water – the wider stakeholders – beyond the water companies and agencies will be actively involved with the conference.

**This meeting will be strongly focused on solutions and it will be structured in such a way as to identify common themes between organisations to highlight important measures related to different types of activity. The intention is to include both adaptation and mitigation measures.

· Focus/showcase on ‘solutions/measures’ that are working or anticipated to deliver significant results for them

· Present their points in a structured manner that enables ‘a read across’ the work of the different organisations

· Include both adaptation and mitigation measures

· Include initial thoughts on meeting the Government mitigation proposals re targets outlined in the Climate change Bill re carbon, and likely regulatory drivers and reviews e.g. PR09
